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· Download Code.  All code used in the three parts of this article can be downloaded here. The zipped file contains source files, class files, and java docs, for both the If-Then-Else framework and the sample code. The directory structure is simple: all the sample code files (both .java and .class extensions) are at the top level; all framework files reside in a directory "logic" (which is the package name for these files); and all java doc files reside in the directory "javaDocs". The files were compiled with JDK 1.1.7, and the GUI was written in Swing. If you attempt to recompile, be sure to include in your class path the swingall.jar file for Swing 1.0.3.
